Payments & Financial Information 

 
× Total cost/contribution for the trip 

is tax deductible; see enclosed 
registration and payment schedule. 
Includes meals, hotel, airfare, exit 
taxes, and team insurance. 

 
× One single payment, due in full by 

the deadline. 
 
× Not included in payment to 

Lifeline: passports, souvenir 
money, ñfunò money, airport meals 
and unexpected travel expenses 
caused by delays, and money for 
sponsored children. 

 
× Lifeline always needs extra cash 

funds to provide money, rice, 
food baskets, and other items for 
Ladiesô Day and for non-
sponsored children.   We 
encourage team members to solicit 
funds to help the mission purchase 
these items. 

 
× All financial gifts solicited on 

behalf of Lifeline and collected by 
team members, must first come 
to Lifelineôs main office to comply with federal and state 
charitable regulations and for accounting purposes: 

o Acknowledgements and tax receipts are sent to donors 
from Lifeline. 

o All financial and non-financial gifts are tax deductible.

o Please provide Lifeline with details of financial gifts such as 
name and address of donors and amount given.  Forward 
checks/money to Lifeline. 

o Gifts of items other than money, i.e. toys, shoes, etc. are 
also tax deductible; simply provide us names/addresses of 
donors and a description of what they provided for the trip 
and the quantity.  A letter will be sent to them for tax-
deductible purposes. Lifeline is required to record this 
information even if the person does NOT desire a receipt. 

o Funds to be given by you, to your sponsored children are 
also tax deductible and MUST be sent to Lifeline; these 
funds will then be given to you, the sponsors, in the field to 
distribute to your children. Send checks in one of your 
regular Lifeline payment envelopes, which displays your 
account number. We need to receive this money in 
advance so we can have enough foreign currency on hand 
to exchange the U.S. spending money of all work team 
members. This also allows us time to count out the money 
for you in advance of your arrival in the mission field. 

o Personal spending money for souvenirs, etc. does NOT 
come to Lifeline; it is NOT tax-deductible. We will collect 
your personal spending money for exchanging, after you 
arrive in the mission field. Most women spend about 
$100.00 on souvenirs and small offerings for church 
services. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Luggage 

 
× ONE carry-on bag per team 

member 
o Pack at least one (1) change 

of clothes and all personal 
medicines, hygiene items, 
camera, and other valuables 
in carry-on bag.   

o Remember the TSA policy:  3-
1-1 (all liquids in your carry-on 
must be confined to 3 ounce 
bottles, in 1 quart sized zip 
lock bag, and only 1 zip lock 
per person.)  Anything else 
you want to take that exceeds 
these limitations should be in 
a CHECKED bag. All checked 
bags/luggage must meet 
airlines size measurements 
and dimensions. 

o Only one carry-on and one 
personal  purse sized or 
camera bag per passenger. 

o All team members are 
permitted one full personal 
duffel bag for personal items 
because the gifts for the 
children are sent to Haiti and Honduras in advance and are 
not taken in by the work team members on the airplane. 

o Use your second duffel to pack mission items that you 
collect, such as shoes, powdered infant formula, etc. 

o Airline weight limit remains 50 lbs per duffel on all airlines.  
Currently, on American Airline you may still take 2 checked 
bags that weigh up to 50 lbs each.  Check with 
Cathi@Lifeline.org to find out what airline you are on and

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that airlines baggage policy, as they can vary. Airline 
policies can change, so contact Cathi@Lifeline.org with 
any packing questions.  

o Note that in both countries we are asking women to get 
new shoes to distribute to the neediest children.  Your 
second checked duffel may contain shoes. So if you solicit 
for new or ñgently usedò shoes (age 4 thru 16/youth) then 
the 2nd allowed bag can be used for these shoes. 

 
× Duffels and carry-on need identification tags 

o Special tags bearing your name, address and Lifelineôs 
group identification will be provided by Lifeline, as we get 
ready for final packing.  

o These tags will come to you along with your final packet, 
flight itinerary and other important information about two 
weeks prior to travel date. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Child Sponsorship 

 
× Pack your own sponsor childôs 

gifts in your personal duffel bag.  
o All team members will be 
listed on Lifelineôs gift list so 
your child will be called to 
come to receive their gifts 
from you.  You will also get 
to visit your childôs home if 
the child lives in the 
community. You will be able 
to see your sponsored 
children at least 2 times; 
plan appropriately as you 
send or take gifts.  You will 
be instructed to keep 
something back for each 
visit, to give at that time. 

 
× DO NOT accept gifts from other 

sponsors. 
o Inform your friends, family 

members, etc. of these 
policies. 

o All gifts must come to 
Lifelineôs office for 
inspection, logging into 
computer so the names will 
appear on our gift ñcallò list, 
repacked to conserve space, labeled with computer labels 
that make gifts easy to identify and match to sponsored 
child.  (this does not pertain to the gifts you personally take 
for your own sponsored child). 

o Gifts for Haiti will be shipped in September. 
o Gifts for Honduras will be shipped in August.
